Expectations:

6. Advisors will supervise and approve the appropriateness of material presented by
students during the rehearsals.

7. Dress rehearsal must include the full costume/attire that will be worn during the
performance. Every participant must be present at dress rehearsal.

8. Whether my role is on-stage or off-stage, I agree to abide by all of the above
conditions, and will behave in a professional and mature manner.
